How to take care of fur
Eventual wearing out of the fur articles (fur cloth, headwear) is inevitable. However, correct care and storage can significantly prolong their "life".
It's important to protect fur coats, hats, sheepskin coats from strong dampness. The moistened articles should be dried hanging them on a clothes hanger. Herewith, the fur clothes should avoid touching other things and the hanger surface.
In order to avoid pelage crumpling don't lean the products against any surfaces.
The fur articles shouldn't be dried close to eating heating devices, as well as on the bright sun.
The dried products must be mildly beaten out with a soft rod to make the hair follow its natural direction - to comb it with a metallic comb (except for karakul, lambskin, and astrakhan articles).
When wearing fur clothes tomentosing of the pelage is possible. Comb the tomentous hair carefully. And very tomentous area sort out by hand before combing damping it with spirit (vodka) solution.
Fur combing starts from the tips and follows the direction of its natural growth.
It's recommended to clean up (after full drying) the uncovered fur articles - sheepskin coats - with a hard clothes brush.

Stains formed on the leather fabrics and headwear can be removed with a light rubber or mildly dried white bread crust (except for the napalan covering, which is cleaned with a wet duster).
The fabric top of an article on fur lining after full drying can be ironed through a fine cloth without wetting. The iron temperature must be under 80°С. Ironing of the unfastening fabric top is made through a moistened cotton cloth at the temperature of the iron:
- for cotton fabric - under 200°С;

- for woolen and semiwoolen, as well as for cotton fabric with polyester filament - under 160°С;

- for silk fabric - under 110°С.

When entering indoors wet headwear is shaken up to remove snow and condensed moisture.
Dirt or dust from headwear is removed with a sponge or by repeated shaking.

The headwear is dried on pad stands, which, in home conditions, can be made of thick paperboard. The pad must be 3 - 4 centimeters wider than the hat.
It's not recommended to put the headwear one on another, especially when wet.

Keep your fur articles (coat, short coat, suits, jackets, etc.) in closet on coat racks. Before packing on long storage at spring-summer and autumn periods of the articles are well cleaned, dried, beaten out, and pelage is combed.

The fur clothes are packed in paper or cotton cloth, plastic bags are allowed as well. Some dried orange skins, tobacco or geranium leaves can be placed inside the package. Several gauze bags with tablets "antimoth", "dismoth", "mothpestilence" and others can hung out in the closet.
When clothes are in storage for a very long time the re-drying is recommended not less than once per 3-4 months and the antimoth preparations must be replaced in accordance with their usage recommendations.

When the fur has strong dirt the article is dry-cleaned, herewith its lifetime must not exceed 5 years, for sheepskin and rabbit products - 10 years.

Most favorable conditions for long storage of fur product are provided in special refrigerators and pawnshops.

The fur headgear before long storage are dried and cleaned, replace the stained lining if required. The headwear is kept in carton boxes. For the shape retention cardboard pad rings are inserted. Hats can be stored wrapped in paper or cotton fabrics. Herewith a thick lump of newspapers is placed in the cap.

The bags with "antimoth" pills are placed in boxes and attach to the outer sides of it.

The clothes preserve beautiful appearance for a long time when they are periodically checked up and damages are timely rectified.
Dirt, grease are removed from the fur by solution of alcohol, table vinegar and water, taken in equal proportions. The solution is applied with a hair brush, foam rubber, wool-gauze tampon. The dissolved dirt accumulation is cleaned with a dry foam rubber, tampon or piece of white clean cloth.

There is another way of cleaning fur product - with rye or wheat bran, which are placed in a clean metallic or clay crockery and warm up stirring with a hand while is tolerates. Hot is spread out on the fur and is wiped by hands, clean with a brush and shaken.
Instead of bran clean humid white sawdust can be used. After cleaning the fur should be shaken and cleaned.
White furs are well cleaned by potato flour or semolina. Interlard the fur, rub it with hands (like washing), then shake up and gently beat up.

Very dirty fur is cleaned with potato flour mixed up on aircraft benzine. The fur is carefully wiped with this mixture, give it to dry out, beat up and comb. These operations can be repeated until the fur is completely cleaned. For cleaning of greased furs foam rubber sponge can be used, damped in clean benzine and then rubbed with clean cotton cloth.
For bleaching yellowed white or light-gray fur, solution a hydrogen peroxide (a teaspoon per one glass of warm water or 1 pill of hydroperide with several drops of liquid ammonia) can be used. After cleaning of the pelage with this solution the product must be hung out on bright sun for a while (until full clearing of the fur).
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Partially restore the softness and flexibility of the fur article's leather is possible by using special solutions. The solution is rubbed into the leather with a hair brush protecting the fur from the solution.

The solution temperature - 30 - 40°С.

Consumption of the solution - 45 - 50% from the mass. After application of the solution on the leather, the fur must be left lying for a while. Thin leather furs - 30 minutes, thick leather furs - 45 - 60 minutes. After lying the leather fabric is neatly mashed by hands.
